VI. New Business

· Staff provided an update on the ongoing progress of the upper Silver Bow Creek restoration process including the planning process for Parrot Tailings removal, and the recent selection of the new location for the Butte-Silver Bow County Shops.   The Parrot Tailings Removal design plan is underway with an anticipated completion by end of winter/early spring, allowing for public comment thereafter, with the hope to break ground July 1.  It is anticipated Phase I removal will occur on the north side of Civic Center Road, with construction of the County Shops occurring concurrently.  Once phase I is complete, the operations of the current County Shop will move to the new location to allow for Phase II to begin with removals on the south side of Civic Center Road. 

Butte Silver Bow Council of Commissioners selected the parcel at Excelsior and Centennial Boulevard for the new shops location.  An Engineering and Architectural Services RFQ has been released, and BSB Public Works is currently pursuing the hire of an independent Appraiser to appraise the parcel to determine the acquisition price.  

Efforts related to the remaining work in Butte Area One (between Harrison Avenue and Montana Street) are currently underway.  BSB crews continue to operate and maintain our capped source-areas, to manage our requirements to the Residential Metals Abatement Program, the Water Quality District, and storm water management. 

· An evaluation matrix developed by Member Stella Capoccia and staff was presented for discussion.  The matrix provides for objectively evaluating proposals based upon the criteria provided and responded to by the applicant.  Members of the Authority provided significant input for redesigning and revising the matrix to ensure that the evaluation criteria are more appropriate for evaluating a large number of proposals, and ensuring each evaluator does so as consistently as possible.
 
A consensus was arrived at that the matrix was a good guideline and should be used to develop a final evaluation matrix template.  Member Capoccia requested a working group to assist with the refinement and finalization of the evaluation matrix.  Member Megan Cusson and Member Tom Michalek volunteered.  

· A discussion of staff and Authority Member commitment to evaluate applications occurred to begin discerning the workload borne by each evaluator during the evaluation period, and determine whether or not the Authority will invite applicants to present their proposals.    Staff is to provide a summary of applications on March 22nd summarizing total funding requests in each category and provide the Authority the opportunity to evaluate and then rank. A general guideline for decision-making, most likely, is having a grasp of what funding will occur by early April to discuss and begin making funding decisions.
