d. Minutes of the April 25, 2016 LAC meeting were amended and approved.

2. Call for Public Comment(s) on Any Items on the Agenda

a. None.

3. Action Agenda

a. The new bylaws were reviewed and discussed. Amendments were suggested:
i. Make clear that a quorum of the LAC is 12 members, and that the quorum can be comprised of any number of agency representatives and representatives with lived experience.
ii. Michelle Lewis asked whether the Butte-Silver Bow Chief Executive would continue to appoint new members to the LAC. Eileen Joyce asked whether the resolution creating the LAC contained language to that effect, and if not, the bylaws should expressly state that appointment of members by the chief executive would continue. Karen Sullivan said she would review the resolution, and if the appointment language is not contained therein, she would add applicable language to the bylaws.
iii. With these modifications, the LAC decided to further review the bylaws and move to adopt at the LAC’s June meeting.

4. Briefing Agenda

a. Financial report. Due to Karla Foster’s absence, a financial report was not provided.
b. Miles Finlen reported that the Mental Health Month Wellness Fair went very well, and that Ms. Foster manned the LAC’s table for the duration of the fair.
c. Mary Morgan reported that 50 to 60 people participated in the Western Montana Mental Health Clinic’s Mental Health Awareness 5K run/walk May 21. Ms. Morgan said organizers were very pleased at the turnout, given inclement weather. Due to the rain and wind, the LAC’s banner was not displayed at the event.
d. Dee Romine reported that the Mental Health Month Stomp out the Stigma Walk in Uptown Butte is scheduled for 1 p.m. Friday, May 26, beginning at 106 W. Broadway. Fox News and KXLF television news have indicated they will cover the event. Ed Lester said he would discuss the event with all media members at one of his upcoming morning media briefings.
e. Mr. Finlen reported that WMMHC’s Heavenly Hope Drop-In Center will conduct a talent show at 1 p.m. Wednesday, May 25.
f. Ms. Joyce asked whether terms had been determined for the LAC. Amy Caliendo replied that terms had been established at the LAC’s April meeting. Ms. Sullivan said that she would work with Ms. Caliendo to distribute a list of LAC members with corresponding terms of two or four years.
g. Beth Billings reported that a Suicide Loss Support Group is meeting Thursdays from 6 to 7:30 p.m. at the Butte-Silver Bow Public Library’s third-floor conference room. The group allows for the sharing of grief and loss in a confidential, guided group setting. The group’s leaders are Ms. Billings, 490-1279, and Mary Alice Jones, 533-9899. Attendance is free.
h. Cassie O’Leary provided an update on the Butte-Silver Bow Suicide Prevention Committee, which is evolving into a Community Action Team (CAT). Among other things, this will allow for a streamlining of mental health services for children. Ms. O’Leary said a framework has been established in regard to the team’s leadership, and it is likely that the work of the group will be divided into several sub-groups. The CAT meets monthly on the fourth Thursday, at 10 a.m. at the Butte-Silver Bow Health Department’s conference room.
i. Joslin Hubbard reported that she will soon be on leave, and that John Moore, director of St. James Healthcare’s Emergency Department, would attempt to attend the LAC meetings in her absence. Ms. Hubbard said that Mr. Moore may be reached at 723-2585.
j. Ms. Sullivan said she thought it might be useful to include as a standing agenda item an update from Ms. Romine on any news coming out of the monthly Western Service Area Authority meetings. Ms. Romine agreed, and Ms. Caliendo said she would add such an update as a standing agenda item.
k. Ms. Caliendo said all LAC members and members of the public are welcome to forward to her items for the LAC agendas. She said that Ken Bell, Region IV community program officer with the Montana Department of Public Health and Human Services’ Addictive and Mental Disorders Division’s Mental Health Services Bureau, had requested to be on the LAC’s June agenda to request that a comprehensive review of the LAC toolkit be undertaken, and to discuss the LAC’s agreed-upon four priorities.
