Minutes
Butte-Silver Bow Board of Health
7 a.m., Wednesday, June 1, 2016

1. Administrative Agenda Items

a. The meeting was called to order at 7 a.m. Attendees: Chairwoman Danette Melvin
and board members Pat Dudley, Cindi Shaw, Lyn Ankelman and Julie Hart.
Excused: Becky Sprunger and Ivy Fredrickson.

b. The minutes of the May 4, 2016 board meeting were reviewed. Mr. Dudley
moved to approve the minutes, Ms. Ankelman seconded. T he minutes were
approved on a unanimous verbal vote.

2. Public Comments(s) On Any Items on the Agenda
a. None.

3. Action Agenda Items

a. The Board of Health was asked to authorize a Health Department contract with
the Montana Department of Public Health and Human Services (DPHHS) to
provide comprehensive reproductive health services in the counties of Silver
Bow, Deer Lodge, Beaverhead and Madison. The contract provides $118,420.00
in Title X grant funds, and $40,424.00 from the state General F und, for a total of
$161,756. The contract extends from July 1, 2016 through June 30, 2017. Ms.
Ankelman asked if there were significant changes in this year’s contract,
Community Health Division Director Tina Randall replied that the funding was
level to the previous year’s total, and program rcquirements remain the same.
Health Officer Karen Sullivan said the Health Department is entering into the
third year of a seven-year contract with DPHHS for the provision of family
planning services. Ms. Shaw moved to approve the contract, Ms. Hart seconded.
The contract was authorized on a unanimous verbal vote,

b. The board was asked to authorize a contract with DPHHS to provide prevention
programs related to teen pregnancy and sexually transmitted infection. Total
reimbursement for the provision of these services in Silver Bow, Jefferson and
Beaverhead counties is $86,500.00. The contract extends from July 1,2016
through June 30, 2016. Ms. Randall said that the FY17 contract for the
department’s Personal Responsibility Education Program (PREP) is more than in
prior years — FY16 funding was at $65.000.00. The Butte-Silver Bow Health
Department serves more middle school and high school students in this program
than any other program in the state, and successfully responded to the recent
PREP Request For Proposal with an enhanced number of students served. Two
curricula are taught — Draw the Line/Respect the Line in 6" grade and middle
school, and Reducing the Risk in high school. The high school curriculum may
change to a program called Making Proud Choices, and PREP coordinator Katie
Smith plans to meet with Butte School District officials first to talk about the



prospective change. Ms. Randall said Ms. Smith and Callie Boyle taught the two
curricula last school year — because Ms. Smith will have additional duties in FY17
in the Family Planning clinic, it is likely the department will retain a part-time,
temporary person to assist Ms. Boyle in teaching the curricula in the 2016-17
school year. Ms. Ankelman relayed that fifth-graders are sexually active, but Ms.
Randall said the department’s PREP programs begin with sixth-graders. Ms.
Sullivan said the PREP teachers ensure that students know about the availability
of the department’s Family Planning Clinic, and that they can access the clinic
without parental permission. Ms. Shaw moved to approve the PREP contract, Mr.
Dudley seconded. The contract was authorized on a unanimous verbal vote.

The board was asked to authorize a contract with DPHHS to upgrade and enhance
local public health capacity to respond to events impacting public health capacity
to respond to events impacting public health. This is done by planning, assessing
and developing preparedness and response activities defined by the CDC’s Public
Health Preparedness Capabilities Planning Guide. The contract provides for
$63,039.00 and extends from July 1, 2016 through June 30, 2017. Ms. Shaw
moved to approve the contract, Ms. Hart seconded. The contract was authorized
by a unanimous verbal vote.

. The board was asked to authorize a contract with DPHHS to provide maternal and
child health services. The contract, which provides $35,865.00 for the provision
of these services, extends from July 1, 2016 through June 30, 2017. Ms. Randall
relayed that the Maternal/Child Health contract last year focused on teen
pregnancy. In FY17, this grant area will focus on breastfeeding. Dawn Gordon-
Wilcox will continue to work as a peer breastfeeding consultant through the
department’s WIC program, but she will now use her new designation —
International Board Certified Lactation Consultant — to provide services to the
general public. This grant also includes the Fetal, Infant, Child, Maternal
Mortality Review team (FICMMR), which annually reviews all fetal, infant and
child deaths and deaths of mothers who died within 18 months of giving birth.
The FICMMR work results in a variety of prevention efforts. Ms. Melvin asked
how the department intended to market for the enhanced breastfeeding services.
Ms. Randall said that marketing would continue through WIC and the Butte
Breastfeeding Coalition, which is very active. Ms. Hart moved to approve the
contract, Mr. Dudley seconded. The contract was authorized on a unanimous
verbal vote.

The board was asked to authorize a contract between the Butte Mosquito
Abatement District and JHS, Inc., of Helena, to provide mosquito control
services. JHS is to be reimbursed $13,600.00 for the services. The Butte-Silver
Bow Health Department facilitates the relationship between the Mosquito District
and JHS. Dan Powers relayed that spraying will commence soon, if it hasn’t
already. Spraying is dependent on weather, and occurs in the evenings and early
mornings. Ms. Hart moved to approve the contract, Ms. Shaw seconded. The
contract was authorized on a unanimous verbal vote.

The board was asked to authorize a contract with Ramsay School District No. 3 to
provide audio screenings for students grades K-2, resource students, new students
and students referred by staff; vision screenings for students K-2, 5 and 7,



resource students, new students and students referred by staff; and health
consultations to students with a medical need, as referred by staff. The Health
Department is reimbursed $50.00 hourly for these once-annual services, as well as
mileage reimbursed at the federal rate. Ms. Melvin asked whether the department
was receiving a market rate for these services. Ms. Sullivan said that the
department attempts to work with the rural school districts, as their budgets are
tight, but the department also ensures that it is at least breaking even in the
provision of these services. The department, in fact, is making a small profit. Mr.
Dudley moved to approve the contract, Ms. Shaw seconded. The contract was
authorized by a unanimous verbal vote.

g. The board was asked to authorize a contract similar to the Ramsay contract for the
Divide School District. Ms. Shaw moved to approve the contract, Ms. Hart
seconded. The contract was authorized on a unanimous verbal vote.

h. The board was asked to authorize a contract similar to the Ramsay and Divide
contracts for the Melrose School District. Ms. Shaw moved to approve, Mr.
Dudley seconded. The contract was authorized on a unanimous verbal vote.

4. Briefing Agenda Items

a. Health Officer’s Report — The department continues to streamline the report.
Highlights from May 2016 include: the department’s extensive participation in the
county’s first annual Employee Health/Wellness Fair; the department is awaiting
issuance of RFP’s for the home visiting programs; the department is conducting a
Plan/Do/Study/Act quality improvement project for its communicable disease
processes; Ms. Sullivan relayed that she is part of a small county group meeting
tomorrow with Shaun McGrath, Region 8 administrator with the Environmental
Protection Agency; Stephan Burns will appear before the Superfund Advisory and
Redevelopment Trust Authority (SARTA) to obtain concurrence on the $75,000
in funding for the second year of operations of the Wood Stove Change-out
Program; the Immunization program is preparing for a routine site visit from the
state this week; the Family Planning Clinic will have a site visit next week; the
department’s Wellness Program is facilitating two 15-minute daily walks for staff
— program coordinator Callie Boyle continues to facilitate Chronic Disease Self-
Management Program workshops and is about to begin the new Walk with Ease
program for the community — the program has a full roster; and the department
will not immediately replace an administrative assistant position, given county
budget issues related to the low price of copper and lower property valuations.

b. Finance/Budget Report — Diane Regan provided a brief update on the monthly
fiscal report, explaining the complexity of the department’s budget, with funding
coming from the county General Fund and several grants. Receivables are
anticipated in several ways, based on when grant monies come in (some monthly,
some quarterly). Some grants provide payment based on expenses, others provide
routine monthly or quarterly payments. Some grants are based on a state fiscal
year, others on a federal fiscal year. Ms. Regan said a final FY 16 fiscal report will
be available at the board’s August meeting, when the county’s FY16 books are
finally closed. Ms. Shaw asked whether the department had any capital requests.



Ms. Sullivan said the department had submitted for a new vehicle, an
immunization chair and a back-up generator for the Immunization program, but
given the county’s tight fiscal picture, she was unsure whether capital requests
would be granted. Ms. Ankelman asked whether the department had investigated
propane generators; Ms. Sullivan replied no, but such investigation could occur.
Ms. Sullivan relayed that the front lobby had been remodeled, giving the entrance
a more warm and welcoming feel. Ms. Hart asked when the board could view the
front area, and Ms. Sullivan said she’d like to have a small open house to show it
off, but the board was welcome to look at it at its next meeting, when it should be
completed.

5. Other Business
a. Ms. Melvin said that she had been unable to attend the last SARTA meeting.
Audience member Wendy Grace, also a SARTA member, said SARTA was
deliberating final awards related to applications for the various Redevelopment
Trust funds.
