• Want Butte-Silver Bow to revisit with public comment. 

Bill Macgregor, 423 N. Excelsior Ave., Butte, Montana, stated the following:

• If could be “good enough” nearly comparable.  
• If just cared about easy solution, ball park makes sense. 
• But care about local residents. Care about future of corridor and revitalization. Care about

• Citizens want public space with clean Silver Bow Creek. Maintaining shops behind Civic 

Center eliminates this vision. 
• No public involvement. 
• Hundreds of hours from volunteers, but plans were not shared with Coalition. They had a 

sense they were partner. Trust seems to have been misplaced. Angry about what it says 
about genuine partner with citizens. 

• Hoped Butte-Silver Bow would do a better job of honoring the time and effort of 
volunteers.

• Oath to support Butte-Silver Bow charter. “In order to improve the quality of life for

• Enhancing community livability, environmental quality, economic development and 

recreation. 
• Want a green, open space behind Civic Center. 
• Can’t do so by moving dust and diesel fuels from south to north of Parrot Corridor.  
• May need to acquire property.

Kevin Lowney, 1604 Silver Bow Homes, Butte, Montana, stated the following: 

• Here to represent Citizens for Labor and Environmental Justice. 
• Year round, most people go to Civic Center. Important to do environmental cleanup and 

keep it that way. More important than ease of moving shops. 
• Need to slow down. There are other locations. 
• Should be opened up for public comment and look carefully at other locations. 
• More public discussion. 

Ron Davis, 105 Solitude Drive, Butte, Montana, stated the following: 

• Member of Silver Bow Creek Coalition. 
• In the past we achieved victory representing Butte, and none of us got a penny. 
• Took groups to discuss future of what our victory can do for Butte.  
• Then read in paper about Civic Center move.  
• Information was never shared. Deceptive. Can’t tell me this decision was made before 

Gilman letter. 
• Kicking people of Butte who got active by not allowing them to have a say. 
• Also member of Advantage Butte. 
• Urge you do not do this. 
• For five years got beat up because they were activists. Fought for people of Butte. Let the 

people be heard! 

Don Best, 30 E. Iron St., Butte, Montana, stated the following: 

• Member of Citizens for Labor and Environmental Justice. 
• Heard this afternoon about moving shops to new location just because easy to do. 
• Understand there are other options. 
• How far is a trivial issue. It’s the packing, unpacking, installation, etc. 
• Lost opportunity. So much space in Civic Center vicinity, you can imagine what a 

wonderful thing that part of the city could become. To pass that up, you’d have to have 
good reason. 

• Public sentiment has got to favor the ultimate thing you can create down there. 

Sister Mary Jo McDonald, 438 W. Porphyry, Butte, Montana, stated the following: 

• Part of group that sued the State for the creek. 
• Not a storm drain, a creek. 
• Postpone decision, think about what alternatives might be to make it better. 
• Private, secret negotiations – all those entities not always from Butte, but YOU have a 

serious obligation. 
• Missoula, dam removed. We are pivotal point. 
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• Tailings have got to go. You can make that happen. 
• Absolutely no other option for shops? What other area can we develop? 
• Companies have taken a lot out of Butte. Time for them to put back in to community. 
• What are we willing to do? I’m willing to fight for all the citizens of Butte. 
• Look at broader perspective. Look at what could be vs. well if we do this it’ll be quick. 
• Could we do some condos, buildings, high tech? We have got to change our community. 
• Consider tonight and wait a minute. Is this the very best we can do for Butte? 

Helen O’Connor Joyce, Butte, Montana, stated the following: 

• Deliberating moving county shops, again.  
• February 3, 2016 proceeded with negotiations with Gilman. 
• Sorich pointed out not very good position to negotiate. 
• MSE Mansfield was the backup. 
• Shocked to find out considering south of Civic Center. 
• Feel MSE should be revisited. Asking for more time, as well. 
• We are motivated seller with clean environmental assessments. 
• Shops would likely never have to be relocated. 
• Buildings and land could be used immediately. 
• Can buy just a portion, don’t have to purchase all. 
• Many other shops located on outskirts of their communities. 
• Satellite locations could be mine yards or other public property and reduce response 

times. 
• Not best highest use for our facility, but have found no buyer for three years. Butte-Silver 

Bow has helped, but only 30% utilized. If Headframe moves, we’ll be at 18%. 
• We have tirelessly and relentlessly pursued buyers.  
• Selection of MSE is time and cost efficient. 

Bill Ferko, 4815 S. Wyoming, Butte, Montana, stated the following: 

• All makes sense what others have said. 
• Consider opportunity costs. Thoughtfully and correctly. Not settle for less. 
• Been against Montana Pole Plant and others. 
• Best location is the Mansfield Center. It is ready to roll. 
• Too far away – Missoula’s shops are eight miles out of town and they are making it work.  
• Butte is stagnant and diminishing. 
• County Shops should be relocated to an industrial park and Mansfield Park is best. 

Evan Barrett, 807 W. Silver St., Butte, Montana, stated the following: 

• Agreement with State to remove Parrot Tailings. 
• Member of ROC. 
• Have opportunity to turn industrial waste site into something for this community. 
• Shop movement – 24 pages of single space. North side never mentioned. Not legal. 
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• Right of participation. Quotes from constitution. 
• Err on the side of participation. If pushed through, suspect law suit. 
• Want removal of Parrot Tailings started.  
• Consider other sites. Don’t move in illegal manner. 
• Have State start digging. Happy with it three weeks ago. 

R. Edward Banderob, 2601 Grand Ave., Butte, Montana, stated the following: 

• Others tonight have called for further public input. 
• There is a procedure in charter to open a Community Council. 
• Suggest it’s time for Council to call for Community Council. 

Lynn Ferguson, 205 S. Crystal St., Butte, Montana, stated the following: 

• Member of the Silver Bow Coalition for Labor and Justice. 
• Most has been said already. Need public input. 

Marci Cameron, 2410 Harvard Ave., Butte, Montana, stated the following: 

• Echo sentiments. 
• Frustrated everyone wants public opinion and so few speak up. 
• Residents are accustomed to looking at shops, so moving should not impact community. 
• Think community could appreciate something better. 
• Butte-Silver Bow should consider something better for that area.

• One-time payment over the ten years. That’s an increase to what we currently receive.  
• Utilize fields and team rooms.  
• We’ve had some expenses. New electrical services. Helps us offset costs. Win-win. 

Commissioner Perdue-Dolan stated the following: 

• Will this help school district with Title 9 and law suit? 

Director Gallagher stated the following: 

• No, that has already been tied up. No bearing on this at all. Just allows facilities for girls 
down at park. 

It was moved by Commissioner Perdue-Dolan, seconded by Commissioner Shaw, and passed 
with a unanimous verbal vote, to Concur with Communication No. 16-336 and Place on File.

• Taxes and the abatement, talking about taxes due at $94,531 on first year? 

Director Byrnes stated the following: 

• Preliminary estimates, on what abated and what due.  

Commissioner Henderson stated the following: 

• Taxes for first year, without abatement would be what? 

Director Byrnes stated the following: 

• $120,000 something. 

Commissioner Henderson stated the following: 

• And you want them to pay how much? 

Director Byrnes stated the following: 

• 80% abatement, so in scenario, $28,318 first year.

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Commissioner Henderson stated the following: 

• Let’s jump to the last year. 

Director Byrnes stated the following: 

• In year five, pay 100% of taxes due on property, estimated $283,000. 

Commissioner Fisher stated the following: 

• When these guys bought this property, Butte-Silver Bow got $95,000 for last four years 
and also paid TBID taxes.  

• I’m in favor. 

Commissioner Shaw stated the following: 

• Thank you to Matt and Rex. The Copper King is transforming.  
• We took $200,000, but last week we had preliminary budget before us. We have a 

$1,000,000 tax decrease due to Montana Resources. We are propping up our budget with 
TIFID money, and I cannot support tax abatement when have a million dollar deficit.  

• As steward of our money, I have to say no. 

Director Byrnes stated the following: 

• Clarify one point. On abatement, increase is on taxable value. 

Commissioner Shaw stated the following: 

• It’s still taxes. 

Commissioner Fisher stated the following: 

• Reiterate, we didn’t have any income for four years.  
• Understand, but think we should support the tax abatement. 

Commissioner McDonough stated the following: 

• I’m on the CVB, and we have no convention business because no facility. Goes to 
Fairmont. We need this property. Talk about opportunity costs. Need place to host them. 
This is a key component. Conventions bring in staggering revenue. 

• Member of TIFID board, totally separate issue. Owners of Copper King not responsible 
for deficit of Montana Resources.  

• In full support of abatement. 
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Commissioner Perdue-Dolan stated the following: 

• Folks tell me that while they’ve been given grants, we should support tax abatement.  
• In full support. The transparency they’ve shown has put me in their court. 

Commissioner Henderson stated the following: 

• Thank you and good luck.  
• In past have voted against these things. Feel like Commissioner Shaw. We have enough 

problems, and I will be voting no.  
• Bunch of other businesses, and others pay their taxes. 

Commissioner Walker stated the following: 

• Recuse myself because friends with developer. 

The motion passed by a roll call vote of 9 yea and 2 nay, with Commissioners Henderson and 
Shaw voting nay.

Commissioner Perdue-Dolan stated the following: 

• With regard to the Agreement and Lease, I wonder what the affect is of immanent 
domain, if it were to come to that, reasonable consequential damages, including lost 
profits, page 8. Does that need to be quantified? 

Ms. McKee stated the following: 

• Purpose of language was to make lender comfortable.  
• We will be making $300,000 investment as tenant, not owner. Leaseholder 

improvements. Belongs to Butte-Silver Bow. That’s the purpose. 

Commissioner Henderson stated the following: 

• Let me ask Mr. Sesso – Is that whole area free of contamination or part of Superfund 
site? The whole Kelley, has that been cleared? 

Jon Sesso, Director, Butte-Silver Bow Planning Board stated the following: 

• The part under lease is clear. Segregated and transferred to Butte-Silver Bow, took as is. 
As long as used as industrial purpose.  

• Not sure in long-term if additional remedial will be necessary. Unlikely. But not checked 
off list.  

• Comfortable that area being leased not subject to any additional requirements if it stays 
industrial.  

It was moved by Commissioner Palmer, seconded by Commissioner Andersen, and passed with 
a unanimous verbal vote, to keep recommendation and Concur with Communication No. 16-

• In response to numerous comments tonight, thank those who shared. Concur this is very 
crucial decision. Nothing deceptive to where we are. Started back in early 2015. Been 
through number of sites. Have had a lot of good ideas and input.  

• This was put on agenda last Friday. Tonight’s info is preliminary. Would say its standard 
procedure to start discussion.  
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• We were not putting it on to pre-empt discussion. Read and acted on so full presentation 
and opportunity to ask questions. Do not think we are requiring a decision tonight. In 
fact, based on what I heard tonight, it would be folly without additional input. 

• Suggestion from opinion and analysis. Not in Council records, but north side of Civic 
Center road was discussed in first presentation. If listen, would hear why didn’t rise to 
top. 

• You do have part in local government. Maximum benefit for shops and our entire 
community and we are not expecting a decision tonight.  

• Not in favor of making a decision tonight.

Jon Sesso, Director, Butte-Silver Bow Planning Board, requesting Council of Commissioners 
concur with recommendation to select the north side of Civic Center Road as the new location 
for the Butte-Silver Bow Shops Complex.

Director Sesso stated the following: 

• Similar comments to express. All are our full partners. We have been participating and 
contributing. Not here to be deceptive. 

• Reality is we have several masters on this. State paying the bill. Under pressure that we 
can expedite this process. Any dollars we save are dollars for continued restoration work. 
Have willing partner in State of Montana. 

• Preliminary feasibility studies. 
• As presented in February, Montana Pole and Gilman property rose to top. 
• Presentation to show where we’ve been and where we are going. 

Andy Dare, Pioneer Technical Services, 1101 S. Montana, Butte, Montana, gave a recap of the 
selection process. 

Nick Sandford, Road Operations Manager, Butte-Silver Bow Public Works Department, 
discussed the project timeline. 

David Schultz, Director, Butte-Silver Bow Public Works Department, discussed where we are 
now in the process for selecting location for county shops. 

Director Sesso stated the following: 

• Gilman did not include land for asphalt plant. 
• Not much demand for north of Civic Center Drive by industrial-type property folks. 
• NRD wanted us to move somewhere else. But now, as full partner, they see maybe coop 

on utilization of this for shops and balance of property. 
• NRD bought in “we gotta have a good front door.” 
• Green space is not priority. Not what you prioritized.

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• In interest of construction efficiencies, site decision needs to be made. 
• Not taken lightly.  
• Everything has to go somewhere. 
• Can be a bargain. Utilize land we own. Save money rather than buy property. Move our 

assets. Retain forever logistical cost that we have now.  
• If we move further away, higher operating costs. Efficiency is #1 in terms of what you 

want and taxpayers demand. 
• Think we can balance objectives of Silver Bow Creek and Parrot Tailings removal. 
• Not our intent to drive a decision this evening. Want to get this discussion started. 

Commissioner Fisher stated the following: 

• Opposed. Other sites better. Don’t think best plan. 

Commissioner Sorich stated the following: 

• Public safety – Parrot Tailings removal.  
• Clean up north side while we discuss new location.  
• Concerned we might lose “dirt in the ground.” Two-phase project? 
• Park land being built, costs and who’ll pay? 

Chief Executive Vincent stated the following: 

• Pat Cunneen is here to represent NRD [Natural Resource Damage Program]. 

Pat Cunneen, 25 Northlake, Environmental Scientist, Dept. of Justice, stated the following: 

• Started in Fall 2014. Spared no expense. Original project budget $30,000. Upped to 
$42,000+, now $81,000 total so far. Had public input and meetings with DNRC. Money 
is available to do a good job. 

• Difficulty for State about north of Civic Center Road. Project proposed to use clean fill 
material from south to north. 

• Want to “watch” this project and any funds saved will be spent on other restoration 
projects in this city.  

Commissioner Perdue-Dolan stated the following: 

• Agree with Commissioner Fisher about take pause and not make decision tonight.  
• All talk about costs, and not health and safety.  
• Regarding Parrot Tailings, back in December there was talk about putting tailings into 

Berkley Pit – raising the level of the Pit. Now, tailings not going in pit, but on rim. 

Chief Executive Vincent stated the following: 

• That is off topic. Will be subject at DNRC meeting tomorrow night.  
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Mr. Cunneen stated the following: 

• We have other partners, Montana Resources – tailings on their property and also ARCO.  
• Through evolution of this project, can’t do that legally, so designed dump on ramp on 

southwest corner. 

Commissioner Andersen stated the following: 

• Never really looked at north side on timeline.  
• Not sure why brought up now with so much discussion about Pole Plant or MSE or other 

original sites.  
• Least affected number of people. Best way is by putting where least amount of influence. 

Understand location important, but that’s where planning comes in.  
• Think MSE still one of the better sites. 

Director Schultz stated the following: 

• Meeting with Public Works staff, sending sweepers, much more time.  
• Central location is key. Look at map of other city shops. Will lessen public services we 

can provide and quality of those services if not centrally located. 

Commissioner Henderson stated the following: 

• I said I would like to get all shops together, where equipment is, all one location.  
• But no asphalt plant at Civic Center or couple other places.  
• I ask County Attorney, did you explain we can only pay appraised value [for Gilman 

property]?  

County Attorney Joyce stated the following: 

• That is correct. Cannot pay more than appraised value per State law. 

Commissioner Foley stated the following: 

• Difficult situation. Compromise.  
• Restore Our Creek not happy, feel blind-sided.  
• This site has been on the table. Things have changed. We have a study here. I’d like to 

see ROC sit with the Chief Executive and look at and find a compromise for community.  
• We all want what’s best for Butte. We’re not the enemy. Put heads together and move 

this forward. Maybe re-look at some of these sites. Don’t want to drag this out. 

Commissioner Palmer stated the following: 

• Earlier this year favored MSE site.  
• ROC made good comments tonight.  
• You’re not doing this for naught.  
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• Last four months been in Consent Decree negotiations. Listening to ROC. ROC wants 
park. This plan could do that. Work together and find out if this will work at all. 

Chief Executive Vincent stated the following: 

• A lot of pieces in renderings. Area behind Civic Center. 35 acres. Room for more than 
shops, extra parking, landscaping. Room for more. 

It was moved by Commissioner Ralph, seconded by Commissioner Walker, to Refer 
Communication No. 16-350 and to the Committee of the Whole.  

On the question: 

Commissioner Palmer stated the following: 

• Challenge ROC to take plan and see if it can work and report back to us in timely 
fashion. 

Commissioner McDonough stated the following: 

• Echo statements of Commissioners Palmer and Foley. Let’s meet at table and 
compromise.  

• Conceptual timeline with ROC.  
• This environmental restoration moves slow. We don’t have a lot of time.  
• What brought us to point that State is willing to assist in removal of tailings first step we 

have made. They need to go. We’ve never had this offer before. Caution that we are 
under a timeline, though.  

• We have a lot of non-profit groups with a lot of plans. Carousel for example, 20 years. 
Hope this isn’t the same process.  

• We feel pressure. We have money on the table and need to finish this.

• Will go out to our partners with State to get timeline.  
• Want to balance taking good look vs. waiting too long. There’s such a thing as “analysis 

paralysis.”  
• Work with partners to see Parrot Tailings move.

• If meeting on Monday, Butte Archives or EOC, neutral ground? 
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Chief Executive Vincent stated the following: 

• Let’s look at what other meetings are out there. Monday’s a good place to start. Maybe 
Tuesday.
